Thank you for volunteering your time and commitment to the Parents of Preschoolers (POPS).  Strong parent involvement is key to the success of our program, as well as that of your child.  Your role will be to support the director and teachers in many different aspects of the school.  Please keep in mind that POPS is intended to assist teachers in carrying out a teacher’s lesson plans and curriculum, but it is not intended as a place for parents to evaluate a teacher’s performance.  A healthy partnership between parents and teachers is essential for creating a trustworthy school culture.   Therefore, if a parent has a concern or seeks to provide input with regard to his or her child’s teacher or teaching in general, the parent should contact the director. 
Formation of Parents of Preschoolers
This group will assist the director and faculty in achieving school goals and will provide community input that is essential to the success of the school

The Parent Support Group will consist of a designated representative, appointed by the director, from each age group who will then seek volunteers from his or her child’s class.

Some of the activities that the Parent Support Group will assist with are:
